> Only mix enough cement to be
used in 30 minutes and do not
contaminate with previously mixed
batches. Once the material starts
to set it cannot be remixed.

> MastaSmooth will accept most types
of decorative finishes. In accordance
with AS/NZS 2311 Guide to the
painting of buildings, a three coat
paint system must be used. This
consists of a sealer/undercoat
and two coats of paint.

» Storing in a dry, well ventilated
environment fully protected
from the weather.
> Washing tools before product
dries and hardens.
> Ensuring MastaSmooth does not dry

out before setting has taken place
under severe hot dry conditions.
